I. Welcome and Introductions
Vice Chair Robert Halfacre called the meeting to order welcomed everyone in attendance. Introductions were made from everyone present and Vice Chair Halfacre announced the meeting was being recorded for processing of minutes and that a quorum was present to conduct business of the Council.  

II. Approval of Minutes 
The minutes from the January 12, 2015 meeting were emailed with the meeting notice and included in the meeting packet, Vice Chair Halfacre called for any corrections or amendments to the minutes.
COUNCIL ACTION TAKEN: Jason Duncan made a motion to approve the minutes from the January 12, 2015 meeting as submitted, seconded by Janice Ward.  The motion carried with a unanimous voice vote.
III. Palmetto Youth Connections (PYC) Report
Karen Craven provided an update on Palmetto Youth Connections (PYC) and referred to the Dashboard Report handout provided. Ms. Craven provided an overview on the enrollment and training numbers and highlighted the demographics of participants and the caseload breakdown by Career Coach as well as County stating a total of 190 participants are currently being served in active and follow-up. Ms. Craven stated that there have been 79 new enrollments to date, bringing the total served to 136 of 185 planned. 
Ms. Craven reported on WIA Performance stating PYC is meeting or exceeding all goals and reviewed the following YTD Outcomes:
· 63 positivie placements for Employment/Education/Military since 7/1/14 - PYC’s performance is 87% out of a goal of 80.0%
· Total of 69 attainments of a Degree/Certificate since 7/1/14 - PYC’s performance is 84% out of a goal of 80.0%
· Literacy/Numeracy Gains are 27 since 7/1/14 - the goal is 67.6%; PYC’s actual performance is 81.8%.
Ms. Craven referred to the PY’14 Monthly Update Report handout and provided a brief overview of the enrollments which are at 136 to date.  Of those WIA participants enrolled, 57 are carryovers from PY’13 and 79 are new enrollments for this program year. Ms. Craven added there are currently 86 individuals receiving follow-up services at this time. 
IV. New Business

Grant Expenditures (12/29/2014 – 1/25/2015)

Brandi Runion referred to page 7 reporting the WorkLink annual Job Fair is scheduled for Thursday, March 19, 2015 from 9am – Noon and will be held again this year in the Student Center at Tri County Technical College’s Pendleton Campus.  Ms. Runion also reported there are currently 30 employers and staffing agencies with viable job openings registered to date.
Ms. Runion referred to page 8 which shows the grant expenditures for Palmetto Youth Connectons stating they have currently spent 51.3% to date out of a goal of 54.25%. Ms. Runion stated the monthly meetings regarding this grant are ongoing with WorkLink and Henkels & McCoy staff adding expenditures in this grant are currently going well.
V. Old Business 
WIOA Committee(s) Restructuring
Mr. Acker reminded Council members that WIOA requires three standing committees of Youth, Disabilities, and SC Works Operator of each local Board adding the SWIB has voted to require these three standing committees across the State. Mr. Acker stated effective July 1, 2015, this mandate will change the Youth Council slightly from a Council to a Committee. The Youth Committee will no longer be governed by membership requirements or bylaws; however, the law strongly encourages ad hoc committee members from the community with expertise in each area. Mr. Acker stated he does not foresee any major changes to the Youth Council in how it acts or overall current memberships stating current Youth Council members not currently serving on the Board should be prepared to apply to become ad hoc committee members.

Youth, Education, & Business Focus Group Questions & Response
Vice Chair Halfacre introduced Donna Kazia and Chip Bentley with the Appalachian Council of Governments. Ms. Kazia explained they were attending the Youth Council meeting to receive additional feedback that was not received during their January meeing. Ms. Kazia reviewed and discussed with Council members the questions listed for the Focus Groups on page 9 in order to gather information and feedback to be included in the Youth Strategic Plan.
VI. Other Business
Youth RFP Initial Committee Meeting 02/10/2015
Vice Chair Halfacre referred to page 10 which shows the schedule of the RFP that was sent out on February 13, 2015.  The RFP Committee initially met on February 10, 2015 to finalize the RFP prior to its release and has an additional meeting scheduled on April 6, 2015. 
VII. Adjourn
With no further business to discuss, the Youth Council meeting was adjourned.
