I. Welcome and Introductions
Chair Kristi King-Brock called the meeting to order and announced the meeting was being recorded for processing of minutes. Individual introductions of all persons in attendance were made. A quorum was present to conduct the business of the board.  
II. Minutes 
The minutes from the March 5, 2012 meeting were e-mailed with the meeting notice and included in the meeting packet.  Chair King-Brock called for any corrections or amendments to the minutes.

COUNCIL ACTION TAKEN: Sandra Pruitt made a motion to approve the minutes as submitted, seconded by Tim Mays.  The motion carried with a unanimous voice vote.
III. Palmetto Youth Connections (PYC)
Dana Grant reviewed the PYC Program Year 2011 (July 1, 2011 – June 30, 2012) handout provided to Youth Council members. Ms. Grant stated that 655 students attended orientation; 105 completed applications and 93 were WIA Eligible. Other areas reviewed were WorkReady Services (resumes & WorkKeys), Literacy-Numeracy, Credentials, Placements and breakdown of caseload.  PYC’s main objective for this program year is to increase Literacy/Numeracy gains.
Karen Craven referred the Youth Council to the PY’11 monthly update handout provided to members. New enrollments numbers are at 97 with total yearly enrollment at 187. Eighty-one (81) out of 107 students entered employment, education or military during the time period of 10/1/11 – 12/31/11 exceeding goal of 61%. Ms. Craven also reviewed monthly numbers for GTC Youth. Actual number of students to be served: 159 AE plus 28 GTC = 187.

Dana Grant also pointed out that while they are currently working with 187 active participants (PYC and GTC combined); PYC is also working with 131 follow-up students. She stated that PYC is actually providing services to over 300 students.
Sandra Pruitt asked if PYC would be doing the Summer Youth Employment Program this year.  Karen Craven stated that they would not be doing it, but that they were still doing work experience.

IV. RFP Update

Chair Kristi King-Brock stated that the contract had gone to Henkels & McCoy to remain the Youth Provider. 
V. PYC: Laptops Incentive/Criteria for Profit (CFP)

Kal Kunkel reviewed the Student Incentives of the PY’11-PY’12 Skill Invoice Criteria.  He stated that the proposed changes were highlighted in yellow on page 5 of the packet provided.  He stated that the first change would be a decrease of $25 for obtaining a Nationally Recognized Occupational Skills Credential (Available through the end of the 3rd Quarter after Exit) from $100 to $75.  He stated that the second change would be a new incentive given to participants for Placement in Employment, Military, or Post-Secondary of $75.  He stated this would be new and thus an increase of $75.  He stated that the third change would be a decrease of $25 for the measure of Entering Employment or Military by the end of the 1st Quarter after Exit if not employed at Registration from $100 to $75.  Kal Kunkel stated that the fourth and final change would be a decrease of $50 for the measure of an earned promotion, pay increase, move to full-time, and/or found a better job, if employed at registration, from $50 to $0.  He stated that the proposed changes would not change the overall Student Incentive amount; they will just moving the funds around.
VI. New Business:

Discussion/Questions/Vote: Laptop Incentive/CFP

Sharon Crite referred Youth Council members to the packet provided for review of the PY’12 Criteria for Profit.  She stated that the Criteria for Profit had been brought back before the RFP Committee and was being brought back before the Youth Council as a whole for further discussion.  She explained that the Criteria for Profit became a topic of discussion and requested during budget negotiations with Henkels & McCoy.  She stated that the Youth Council will need to make the final decision to implement the Criteria for Profit and Payment Points for Profit or not to do so.

COUNCIL ACTION TAKEN:  Rick Murphy made a motion to not implement the Criteria for Profit and Payment Points for Profit.  The motion was seconded by Tim Mays.  The motion carried with a unanimous voice vote. 
Sharon Crite referred Youth Council members to page 5 of the packet provided for review of the Laptop Incentive.  She stated that the Laptop Incentive was listed on the Skill Invoice Criteria to not exceed $650; she stated that it was being brought before the Youth Council as a whole for further discussion.  She reviewed what Kal Kunkel had previously presented and stated that the Youth Council would need to vote to determine what the incentives and the corresponding payment for those incentives would be for PY’12.
COUNCIL ACTION TAKEN:  Tim Mays made a motion that if a participant is going to be a part-time or full-time student in post-secondary education that they will receive a laptop for use in school; and that the other incentives will also stay in place.  The motion was seconded by Tabitha Vasilas.  The motion carried with a unanimous voice vote.

PY’11- 3rd Quarter Youth Performance

Sharon Crite referred the Youth Council members to pages 21-23 of the packet provided to review the Summary Report for the 3rd Quarter of PY’11.  She stated that Youth was exceeding all set goals in Placement in Employment or Education, Attainment of Degree or Certificate, and Literacy or Numeracy Gains.  
Sharon Crite referred the Youth Council members to pages 24-26 of the packet provided.  She noted that the pages showed the PY’12 PYC Budget Information, which had been reviewed and okayed by Brandi Runion, Financial Director. 
VII. Adjourn
Chair Kristi King-Brock stated that the next scheduled meeting was for August 6th, 2012.  

With no further business to discuss, the meeting was adjourned.
